Our Lions Head Cellar houses some of the most progressive winemaking 
technology, allowing our winemakers to craft wines of exceptional quality 
that showcase the distinctive lands from which they come. The winemak-
ers leverage tools like our optical sorter and cutting edge tanks; these 
ensure only the highest quality berries are delivered to the cellar. They 
facilitate 24/7 monitoring of pumpovers and micro-adjustments made to 
each small-lot fermentation tank throughout the winemaking process. 

RESILIENCE IN THE VINEYARD

Every vintage and harvest presents a unique set of obstacles; however, 
vintage 2021 was a welcome change of pace. The season consisted of ideal 
grape growing conditions and was pleasantly uneventful— free of fires, 
earthquakes, and landslides. Spring brought cool weather, leading to a slow 
and gradual maturation of the vines, until the Summer heat arrived and 
carried us into a warm, quick harvest. Remnants of the previous year’s 
drought conditions remained a factor, creating lighter yields and intense 
flavor profiles. Vintage 2021 is one of outstanding quality and balance.
